Sustainable, and with a low environmental impact, the floor light is available in four timber finishes.

Alongside their 2011 Collection, MacMaster offers a bespoke design and production service which can be seamlessly integrated into 

residential and commercial projects. Most recently, they have worked with Prêt A Manger to design and produce bespoke pendant

lights for their new stores opening in the Hong Kong and Asian markets.
